Motorcoach : Use subway passes when possible instead of your motor coach.

Tour Company : Get a few bids...not all companies make the same level of profit.
Transfers from the school : Have the parents drop children off at the airport

Meals : Eat in Food courts, All you can-cat-buffets, Fast food restaurant.

Airlines : Check out the low cost airlines vs Commercial Carriers.

Airports: Compare rates for different airports of departures and arrival
